General Description 
Be familiar with policies and procedures of Children’s Ministry during weekend services. Be capable and 
flexible; willing to assist in any classroom as needed.  Set up rooms in preparation of Sunday services 
and clean up room at the end of service.    
 
Position requires the individual to work Sunday mornings arriving at or before 8 a.m. for setting up and 
staffing for the Sunday morning services.  Position requires strong organizational skills as well as the 
ability to care for children from Birth – 3rd Grade, depending on assignment.  
 
Specific Duties and Responsibilities 

• Attend CM Staff Meetings  
• Attend Department Meetings 
• Communicate closely with Team Leader 
• Be a team player and support any area of CM when needed 

 
During the Weekend Responsibilities 

• Arrive by 8:00 a.m. on Sunday to help set up rooms 
• Have a time of prayer with your team 
• Communicate with parents regarding the purpose, value, and procedures of Children’s Ministry 
• Clean up rooms at the end of the day and prepare closets and supplies for the following services. 

 
During the Week Responsibilities 

• Connect with the Department leader about what is happening 
• Return phone calls, texts and emails promptly (within 24 hours unless it is your day off) 

 
General Breakdown of Hours Per Week 

• Sunday Morning 8 a.m. – 1 p.m. (approximately 5 hours) 
• 1 hour during the week to connect with Department Leader and attend CM staff meetings
