Wisdom is about knowing HOW to apply what we know and believe 
about Jesus into all the different moments of our life. 
 
Wisdom in how we face TRIALS and hardship… 
1:12 Blessed is the one who perseveres under trial because, having 
stood the test, that person will receive the crown of life.… 
 
Wisdom with how we respond to those who are in NEED… 
2:15 Suppose you see a brother or sister who has no food or 
clothing, 16 and you say, “Good-bye and have a good day; stay warm 
and eat well”—but then you don’t give that person any food or clothing. 
What good does that do? 
 
How should we use our WORDS with people… 
3:10 With the tongue we praise our Lord and Father, and with it we curse 
human beings, who have been made in God’s likeness.
