The Coach Coordinator builds, plans, and oversees all sports and creative arts areas
of KidsGames—ensuring that each rotation operates with excellence, energy, and
purpose. This role leads the recruitment, training, and discipleship of volunteer
coaches, equipping them to create a fun, safe, and faith-filled experience for every
camper.

Working within the vision and values of KidsGames and North Coast Calvary Chapel,
the Coach Coordinator provides both administrative leadership and hands-on
spiritual mentorship, cultivating community and growth among adult and youth
volunteers.

This position plays a key role in ensuring all sports and arts rotations run smoothly
and joyfully during the four weeks of KidsGames, aligning with the camp’s mission to
help children discover faith through play, creativity, and teamwork.

The ideal candidate is a mature Christian leader with a passion for serving youth and
children through discipleship and community.

Specific Duties and Responsibilities
The Coach Coordinator’s primary duties and responsibilities include:

Volunteer Recruitment & Development

e Assist with volunteer recruitment prior to and during KidsGames.

e Be a part of the training sessions, ensuring all coaches, are trained and know
what they will be doing in each area, as well as set clear expectations in the
weeks leading up to camp.

e Disciple, mentor, and encourage your volunteer team before and during camp.

Program Planning & Implementation
This area includes up to five sports and five creative rotations, offering campers a

variety of engaging activities such as soccer, flag football, parkour, water day,
cooking, science, art, and imaginative play. The Sports & Creative Arts area provides
a dynamic blend of physical activity and creative expression, designed to inspire fun,
teamwork, and learning. You have creative freedom to shape experiences and
activities, while working closely with the Camp Managers to ensure alignment with
the overall vision and flow of KidsGames.

e Collaborate in brainstorming rotation concepts and planning age-appropriate
activities.

e Provide daily activity outlines and comprehensive materials lists.

e Work with camp manager on zone schedules and submit supply orders.
Finalize weekly activity plans and assist with preparing and organizing
supplies.

e Finalize rotation structures and ensure all areas are adequately staffed and
equipped.

Volunteer Oversight & Admin



Oversee volunteer placement to ensure each area and team member is fully
equipped and appropriately assigned.

Maintain regular communication with all volunteers—both adult and youth—
before and during camp.

Ensure that every volunteer has received the curriculum for their assigned
activity area.

Provide each adult lead coach with complete, written instructions outlining
how their activity should be conducted. Include a detailed list of required
supplies and clear guidelines for how materials should be distributed,
specifically noting the quantities allocated for each group.

Resource, equip, and support Coaches throughout camp, stepping in to assist
as needed.

Lead daily VIP (Vision, Information, and Prayer) time with all adult and youth
volunteers prior to the start of camp each day.

Direct daily operations and transitions of all rotations.

Support Sunday information tables, including T-shirt distribution

Operations & Logistics

Oversee the planning and organization of equipment and materials.
Maintain accurate supply lists and ensure all areas are prepared in advance.
Supervise the set-up and tear-down of all rooms and zones before and after
each camp day and each Sunday before camp.

Communication & Care

Respond to questions and concerns from parents, leaders, and youth in a
professional, respectful, and kind manner.

Foster a caring, Christ-centered environment where every child and volunteer
feels seen, supported, and valued.

Communicate effectively with all levels of volunteers, staff, and families to
maintain clarity and connection.
